Re: Financial Reports for January 2020

Members of the Christina School District utilizing First State Financial (FSF), the state
accounting system, have developed the attached financial reports for the Christina School
District and the Agencies we administer.

Agency 953300

Receipts — Total receipts for the month were ~ $2 Million. State funds of ~$ 1Million represent
funding for Cafeteria Salaries and Related Services. Net Local revenue for the period was ~
$1 Million representing tax receipts, Cafeteria funds, the Final Charter/ Choice payment for
the 10C referendum [reduction of ~$425,000]. Federal funds (~$ 30,000) represent a
decrease in Perkins Grant funding.

Expenses— Non-Federal operating expenses year to date are ~$ 138.9 Million, representing
55.79% of the preliminary budget, with 58.3% of the year completed. District Expenses,
representing Salaries and OEC is reflected as 60.24% expended. As a reminder, there were
three payroll cycles in January. Variances are detailed within the report. No unusual
expenditures to report.

Agency 955100 — Delaware School for the Deaf (DSD)

Receipts —- Revenue for the period was ~$ 0.1 Million. Funds received for the period are
primarily state funds for transportation and out of state tuition payments.

Expenses — Expenses year to date ~ $8.04 Million. Expenses represent ~63.05% of the
approved budget. As a reminder, there were three payroll cycles in January. Variances are
detailed within the report. No unusual activity to report.

Agencies 9556000 & 9559000 REACH/ILC -

Receipts — Revenue for the period was ~$ 0.3 Million. Funds received for the period are
primarily state funds for transportation.

Expenses — Expenses year to date ~ $17.2 Million. Expenses represent ~63.11% of the
approved budget. As a reminder, there were three payroll cycles in January. Variances are
detailed within the report. No unusual activity to report.
